Inhaled

Limited evidence or practical experience suggests that the material may produce irritation of the respiratory system, in a
significant number of individuals, following inhalation.

Repeated or prolonged eye contact may cause inflammation
characterised by temporary redness (similar to windburn) of the conjunctiva (conjunctivitis); temporary impairment of vision
and/or other transient eye damage/ulceration may occur.
